On Being MLA's President...

Often times people ask me “what’s it like being the MLA President?” or “how in the world do you
have time?”; therefore, this month | will address these questions by outlining my leadership style.

One of the biggest requirements to being able to serve as President of MLA, or of any group, is or-
ganization - it is essential to success. Basic organization can be achieved by whatever method one
feels comfortable using. Personally, | am a list maker, note taker, and file user. Throughout my of-
fice and home are notes and post-its that remind me of whatever needs accomplishing. | make a
weekly list of all the MLA activities that | either need to follow-up on or initiate, along with my weekly
work list. | file things constantly. | have folders for everything from bills to travel to one for each
MLA unit. | even employ the file method with e-mails — you never know when you'll need to retrieve
something; it's best to file it away!

The second component of my style is communication. This is the hardest leadership method to employ and to utilize.
Access to e-mail has made things easier for us all but also more challenging. E-mail allows for quick and easy commu-
nication; however, as a tool, it’s full of brevity and informality. Honestly, | am a phone and face-to-face person — many of
us extroverts tend to prefer one-on-one communication. When communicating, | like to be able to read people, their re-
actions and emotions; it tells me what direction to take in a conversation, and that can't be done with e-mail. As human
beings, we tend to project emotions into e-mail; therefore, it's always best to pick up the phone or schedule a face-to-
face meeting when dealing with anything challenging, concerning, or controversial — it allows for all to be connected.
Also as a part of communication, | am a letter writer — thank you notes and e-mails, invitations, business letters, and the
occasional card. Let’s face it, most of us still love to get real U.S. postal mail. It means someone took the time to
include us, acknowledge something we did, or just a simple ‘hello’.

The next aspect of my leadership style is knowing when to delegate. This is also a challenging method as many of us,
especially women, tend to think we can do it all or take care of everything. Picking the projects to delegate or leaving
certain tasks to others can be hard — mainly because it requires trust. As a perfectionist, | worry that if | don't create the
final product that things could go awry. I've learned over time that there are only 24 hours in a day, and some things can
be handled by others who are just as capable as I. Therefore, it is often okay to serve as a reviewer of a final product or
project to ensure that it's consistent with the organization’s mission, goals, and branding rather than overextend by
leading every project.

Last, one of the most important elements of my leadership style is understanding that there is help available — and that it
is okay to rely upon it. Whether staff in the MLA office, the many members who make up the MLA volunteer force, or my
Assistant at the Archives — all three groups are essential to me being able to get work done! The MLA staff is crucial to
accomplishing day to day operations, everything from budgets to bills, member communications to conference planning
and numerous items in between. In addition, | am grateful for the MLA volunteer force of nearly 100 members who dedi-
cate their time each year to awards, lobbying, membership recruitment, long range planning, conference planning and
implementation, as well as public relations, publications, and budgets. If it weren't for these folks neither our
Association nor | could perform! Finally, | am blessed to have a team of staff in my ‘day job’ that includes an Assistant
who helps keep me grounded by reminding me when it's time to focus on MLA versus focusing on the Archives.

Everyone has their own leadership style, approach, and methods that work best for them. What I've outlined hopefully
gives all of you, especially those who are thinking of being the MLA President someday, a glimpse of the time,
dedication, and focus required for the job — after all, | believe a commitment to our professional association is worth it.

Neosha A. Mackey was named the Dean of University Libraries
at Missouri State University. She began her duties July 1, pend-
ing approval of the Missouri State Board of Governors. Mackey
assumes the role after serving as the Associate Dean of Library
Services since 1987. She also served as Acting Dean from
1993-1995.

As Associate Dean, Mackey was involved in developing
enhanced services for the libraries, overseeing the $28 million
addition and renovation project, planning and directing various
aspects of the library science program, teaching both under-
graduate and graduate level courses, monitoring budgets,
coordinating personnel matters, and assisting with
development activities.

“I am delighted to have the opportunity to appoint Neosha as the
Dean. She will provide continuity, especially with the work on the
Learning Commons that she has been so active in this past se-
mester,” said Provost Belinda McCarthy. “I know she will con-
tinue to advance the interests and services of the University
Libraries in the larger community. The position of Associate
Dean will remain unfilled at this time in order to help meet current
stresses on the materials budget.”

Prior to becoming the Associate Dean, Mackey served as Head
of Reference from 1985-1987. Before coming to Missouri State
in 1985, Mackey was at Ohio State University from 1978-1985 as
Personnel Librarian and then head of the Home Economics
Library. She served as Assistant to the Dean (1975-1977) and as
Head of the Parish Business Library (1970-1975) at the
University of New Mexico. Mackey has a Bachelor of Arts in
Economics and a Master’s in Library Science from the University
of Oklahoma and an MBA from the University of New Mexico.

“I am very pleased to be able to serve as Dean of Library
Services following the retirement of Karen Horny,” Mackey said.
“There is a wonderful group of library employees with whom to

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ALA Councilor’'s Report

Programs for MLA Conference October 7-9 Columbia

ALA President Camila Alire will host a strategic planning
session on Wednesday afternoon, immediately following
her keynote address at the opening session of MLA’s 2009
Conference, to solicit chapter members input for the devel-
opment of the next ALA strategic plan (2011-2015). This is
our chance to share concerns and ideas and influence the
direction of our national organization, so please come and
please speak up!

I'm also happy to announce that Melanie Anderson,
Associate Director of the Office of Government Relations,
ALA Washington Office, has accepted my invitation to
speak at MLA. Melanie’s topic will be What's In It For Your
Library? She will discuss and answer questions about the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), the
federal stimulus plan, LSTA funding and the overall
FY2010 federal budget, and the status of federal funding
opportunities and programs for libraries. The program is
scheduled for Friday morning at 9:15 am, right after the
all-conference breakfast and MLA member forum.

ALA Posts Comments on National Broadband Plan

On June 8, ALA filed comments with the FCC on the devel-
opment of a national broadband plan, as required by the
2009 ARRA. ALA is coordinating a national campaign to
promote the strategic importance of libraries, especially
public libraries, in the provision of high speed Internet ac-
cess to every region and community. ALA’S most recent
survey of libraries indicates that 68% of Americans have
library cards; 73% of public libraries report they are the
ONLY source of free public Internet access in their
communities. This rises to 84% for public libraries in

rural communities.

Clearly public libraries are providing a vital service that af-
fects educational opportunities, employment opportunities,
and economic development at the local level. To access
the text of ALA’s comments, go to the Washington Office
blog, District Dispatch for June 8 at
http://www.wo.ala.org/districtdispatch/?p=3003.

Council Preview

Moving forward technologically at a time when heightened
member expectations collide with recession-driven fiscal
constraints is a familiar dilemma for libraries. ALA faces the
same dilemma, and the ALA Council electronic discussion
list has been generating a lot of comments from councilors
on this topic since Midwinter, when Council adopted the
recommendations in the report of the Task Force on
Electronic Participation and ALA staff began studying ways
to implement this ambitious agenda.

A particularly hot topic in June was ALA’s effort to per-
suade Councilors to make use of the new ALAConnect (the
latest version of ALA’s ongoing effort to create “online

communities”) as the resource for Council working docu-
ments and discussions between and during conferences.
Predictably, the technologically adept members of Council
(identified by their laptops, Blackberrys, BlueTooths, and
24/7 multitasking ---Twittering Council meetings to the folks
back home was the techno trick du jour in Denver) are
thrilled. We are actually approaching the point in time when
it may be possible for some individuals to have a totally
paperless Council with working documents available real
time online.

Equally predictable are those Councilors not born with ear
bud implants or fingers evolved into texting digits, who
have gotten comfortably attached to the old reliable elec-
tronic discussion list, expressed more or less angst at the
notion of once more learning how to use a nifty new techno
tool that does way more than is wanted, needed,

or appreciated.

For the time being, all working documents will be posted to
both the old e-list and the new Council Community.
Comments posted on the Council Community also will be
forwarded to the e-list.

ALA Executive Director Keith Michael Fiels reports that free
wireless access will be available in all meeting rooms at
McCormick Place Convention Center during conference.
Unfortunately, cost prohibits free wireless access in all the
conference hotel meeting venues. However, funds have
been allocated for a limited pilot project to provide a choice
of Internet-based teleconferencing options for committees,
boards, and discussion groups to accommodate e-
participation for committee, board, or group members who
are not attending conference. This is separate from the
“virtual conference”, providing electronic access to selected
conference programs.

Budget concerns are likely to take some time on Council’s
agenda. Council will be asked to approve the FY2010
budget, which runs September 1, 2009-August 31, 2010.
Since revenues in the current fiscal year have not met pro-
jections, expenditures have been trimmed, and the revenue
projections for FY2010 have been reduced further. All ALA
staff members are taking one week of unpaid furlough
before the end of FY2009. Ten positions have been elimi-
nated, and five more will go unfunded for FY2010.
Treasurer Rod Hersberger and BARC (Budget Analysis
and Review Committee) Chair Jim Neal emphasized the
importance of finding new revenue sources for ALA to
support the enhanced services members are requesting.

The Intellectual Freedom Committee is circulating drafts of
four Interpretations of the Library Bill of Rights: two
revisions of existing interpretations: “Access to Electronic
Information, Services, and Networks,” and “Labels and
Rating Systems;” and two new interpretations: “Minors and

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ACRL Selects MO Site for Scholarly Communication 101 Road Show

The Scholarly Communications Committee of the Association of College and Research Libraries (ACRL) has selected
Washington University in St. Louis as one of five sites to host the “Scholarly Communication 101: Starting with the
Basics” workshop this summer. Recognizing that scholarly communication issues are central to the work of all academic
librarians and all types of institutions, ACRL is underwriting the costs of delivering this proven content by sending expert
presenters on the road.

“At a time of cuts in travel budgets for libraries and librarians, ACRL is providing this valuable educational experience at
locations all across the country. It is vital to the work of all academic librarians to understand the basics of the evolving
scholarly communication system,” said Richard Fyffe, ACRL Scholarly Communications Committee Co-Chair and
Rosenthal Librarian at Grinnell College. “We want to be sure that, during this time of constrained budgets, the momentum
for encouraging positive change in scholarly publishing not be lost.”

Led by two expert presenters, this structured interactive overview of the scholarly communication system supports indi-
vidual or institutional strategic planning and action. The workshop focuses on new methods of scholarly publishing and
communication, open access and openness as a principle, copyright and intellectual property, and economics, providing
a foundational understanding for attendees.

Washington University will be partnering with other institutions in their area, including the University of Missouri Libraries,
to extend the reach to as diverse an audience as possible. Library staff, including liaison librarians, catalogers, access
services, and senior management from two-year, liberal arts, master’s, comprehensive, and doctoral institutions may at-
tend the workshop.

National Library Legislative Day 2009

When the Missouri Delegation arrived in Washington, D.C.
for National Legislative Day 2009, the capital was buzzing
was excitement and renewed energy resulting from a new
administration eager to put the tired, old ways of doing
business as far behind us as possible. There were many
new faces this year. The reception, which was moved

to the first night, had a higher attendance and seemed

to stimulate and renew energy from all visiting

library representatives.

| had the privilege of leading the 2009 Missouri Delegation,
and was joined by Carrie Cline, Director of McDonald
County Library in Pineville; and Marianne Fues, Library
Media Specialist for Jefferson City High School in
Jefferson City.

We met with Senators Christopher Bond and Clair
McCaskill and their aides, as well as aides for
Congressmen Blaine Luetkemeyer, Roy Blunt, and William
Lacy Clay. While meeting with Senator Bond’s Legislative
Assistant Julie Jolly, Senator Bond came out of a meeting,
saw us, and stopped to speak with us, asking specifically
which issues were the most pressing. He took the time to
listen and comment. Because he is on the Appropriations
Committee, Missouri libraries received his backing directly
from the Senate Floor. The Senator favors funding

LSTA and the Improving Literacy Through School
Libraries Program.

The Delegation met with Senator Claire McCaskill's Grants
and Special Projects Director Jerryl Christmas to assert the
libraries’ agenda. The following morning, | met one-on-one
with Senator McCaskill during her weekly Morning Session
for visiting constituents. It gave me the opportunity to re-
emphasize the urgency of funding LSTA and the Improving
Literacy Through School Libraries Program. Senator
McCaskill was supportive and fully aware of the danger of
losing said funding. She also confirmed that she would
sign the “Dear Colleague” letter again this year.

The Delegation met with Ali Gabel, Legislative Assistant to
Congressman Blaine Luetkemeyer, who allowed us enough
time to focus and emphasize the libraries’ agenda.

Next, the delegation met with Kristina Weger, Legislative
Assistant to Congressman Roy Blunt. During the meeting,
Representative Blunt came out of his office on his way

to the House Floor and took a few minutes to greet

the Delegation.

Last, the Delegation met with Alissa Bonner, Information
Policy, Census, and National Archives Subcommittee Staff
Assistant to Congressman William Lacy Clay. The
Congressman was unable to meet with the Delegation due
to a meeting with President Obama. Rep. Clay has been a
long-time supporter of Missouri libraries, and Ms. Bonner,
on his behalf, renewed his pledge of support on our issues.

The meetings with the Missouri Legislative Body were quite
successful. Ms. Cline and Ms. Fues proved to be two won-
derful team members and were diligent in spreading the
Missouri library story.

Timing was critical in achieving productive meetings with
our Senators and respective Congressman this year. The
key issues, as described by ALA were:

2010 Labor, Health and Human Services, Education,
and Related Agencies Appropriations

Fund the LSTA (Library Services and Technology Act) at
$300 million. Fund the Improving Literacy Through School
Libraries Program at $100 million. Sign the “Dear
Colleague” letter that was circulating in the Senate by
Senators Jack Reed (D-RI) and Olympia Snowe (R-ME) in
support of funding the Library Services and Technology Act
and Improving Literacy Through School Libraries Program.

2010 Legislative Branch Appropriations
Fund the Government Printing Office at their request of

It Takes a Village (Sometimes Including Librarians and Authors) to Free the Innocent from Prison - On Thursday,
October 8 at 3 pm, keynote presenter Steve Weinberg, author, freelance magazine writer, and part-time MU Journalism
Professor, will discuss his involvement with the Midwestern Innocence Project. The Midwestern Innocence Project is a
non-profit dedicated to providing pro bono legal and investigative services to the innocent in prison. Weinberg worked to
expand the reach of this organization by suggesting and implementing a collaboration among the Missouri School of
Journalism and the Law Schools at the University of Missouri and the University of Missouri-Kansas City.

Weinberg has been researching, writing, and teaching about wrongful convictions and prosecutorial misconduct for many
years. His works include the reference books Trade Secrets of Washington Journalists and The Reporter® Handbook:
An Investigator® Guide to Documents and Techniques. Weinberg® most recent book is Taking on the Trust: The Epic
Battle of Ida Tarbell and John D. Rockefeller, published in hardcover by W.W. Norton last year and in paperback earlier
this year.

Her presentation will show how materials enable research-
ers to understand historical economic conditions and the
decisions made in response to those conditions. The proc-
ess for locating relevant government publications, statistical
releases, and archival policy material will be outlined.

conference setup” have support but generate less interest;
and a third category of suggestions, such as, “give atten-
dees the option of bringing their own conference bags,” can
be termed “love it or hate it.” Thanks to all who have
responded so far!

Conference mugs (great as reusable, personal water cups
during the conference and for the drink of your choice ever
after) are being provided by a generous sponsor. Our sur-

$166.037 million.

Library Services and Technology Act
LSTA is up for reauthorization this year, and this important piece of legislation should be reauthorized in a
timely manner.

The Fair Copyright in Research Works Act

ALA strongly opposes HR 801 as it seeks to amend copyright law and reverse the National Institute of Health (NIH)
Public Access Policy that provides access to taxpayer-funded NIS research on the Internet after a twelve-month
embargo period.

E-rate Discounts

Congress should pass SB 348 and HR 2135 to provide a permanent exemption from the ADA for all Universal Service
Fund programs by amending Section 254 of the Communications Act of 1934 so that USF funds “are not subject to cer-
tain provisions of the Anti-Deficiency Act.” Congress should urge the FCC to accept ALA'’s proposal for simplification of
the E-rate application and disbursement process. Maintain the E-rate and stabilize the USF program. E-rate discounts
have provided public libraries with discounts totaling over $608,728,344 for the first 12 years of the program.

Access to Federally Funded Research Reports
Congress should support SR 118. Articles resulting from federally funded research should be made available through a
centralized electronic system for purposes of access and retrieval by the public.

Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act

Congress should clarify CPSIA, specifically what was and was not intended to be included. While we fully support pro-
tecting our children, the law as it stands has left many questions. Congress should also urge the CPSC to respond to
the ALA’s comments and give us needed guidance in sufficient time to come into compliance with the law. Congress
should also consider supporting HR 1692 to exempt ordinary books from CPSIA.

Reauthorization of Section 125

Congress should conduct a systematic analysis of the USA PATRIOT Act, the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act
(FISA), and related surveillance laws and make appropriate reforms to better balance civil liberties and national security.
Three sections of the PATRIOT Act, including Section 215, the “business/ library records provision,” are due to be
reauthorized by the end of this year and should be modified to protect readers’ privacy and prevent needless
warrantless surveillance.

Institutional Member News

On May 20, Kirkwood Public Library (KPL) cut the

KPL will call Station Plaza home for 12-18
months while their 1939 building at 140 East Jefferson is
being remodeled. Randall Miltenberger, President of the
Library Board of Trustees, said the library is working hard

Most of the shelving at Station Plaza is from a generous
donation by Des Peres Barnes & Noble as a result of their
recent move to West County Mall. The shelving allows the
library to maintain 99% of its collection at Station Plaza,
even though the temporary location is half the size of the
original building. In addition Barnes & Noble donated sev-
eral face-out display stands, a roomy help desk, and an
island devoted to self-service.

Internet Interactivity,” and “Importance of Education to
Intellectual Freedom.” If the Committee achieves final
drafts at conference, it will be submitting the documents to
Council for approval in Chicago.

The Committee on Accreditation (COA) has launched a
blog to invite comments and discussion of the current
“Standards for Accreditation of Master's Programs” in light
of the recommendations contained in the final report of the
Library Education Task Force, referred to COA by the
Executive Board. To access the blog, go to
http://www.oa.ala.org/accreditation.

A resolution is working its way to Council through the
Association of Specialized and Cooperative Libraries
Agencies (ASCLA) and recommends all libraries require
vendors to certify electronic resources and services comply
with federal ADA Section 508 regulations and World Wide
Web Consortium’s (WC3) Web Content Accessibility
Guidelines 2.0. This is part of the effort to make sure that
electronic resources in libraries are fully accessible to per-
sons with visual, auditory, or mobility disabilities. ALA is

currently conducting accessibility tests on ALA’s electronic
resources and services.

The Social Responsibilities Round Table (SRRT) is consid-
ering a resolution urging the Obama Administration and
Congress to wind down military operations in Irag and
Afghanistan, withdraw American troops, provide recon-
struction aid for libraries and cultural institutions damaged
during the conflicts, and redirect federal budgetary
priorities to vital domestic programs including libraries.

Locke Morrisey is circulating a draft resolution to put ALA
on record as advocating legislation to legalize marriage
between gay, leshian, bisexual, and transgender persons
in all fifty states and D.C. Morrisey is the ACRL Councilor
but emphasizes he is proposing this resolution as an indi-
vidual and not on behalf of ACRL. Most of the comments
on the Council list to this point have focused on whether
the resolution as proposed would require ALA to limit
future conference locations to states that have legalized
GLBT marriage.
