3. Instructions for several activities that parents can do with their children that build early literacy skills.  Even if your system has no money to purchase a variety of toys that will support early literacy in your children’s areas, these activities use cheap or recycled materials and are easily made by library staff for families to play with at storytimes, in your children’s spaces or at special early literacy programs.
