2011 Annual Business Meeting

President Karen Hicklin called the 2011 Annual Business Meeting to order at 4:00 pm.
President’s Report
President Hicklin recognized current Executive Board, Committee, and Special Interest Group members. She also provided a reminder and explanation of the Bohley Scholarship. Next year’s applications will be due June 1, 2012. This year’s Bohley award recipient is Nadia Ghasedi.
President-Elect Report
President-Elect Glenda Hunt drew attention to the accomplishments of MLA in the past year. 

Conference Coordinator’s Report
Conference Coordinator Brent Husher reported that a total of 498 participants registered for this year’s conference, up from 292 participants last year. Husher then recognized members of the Conference Arrangement Committee as well as MLNC. Thanks were offered to volunteers, vendors, and local sponsors. Chelsea Estes is this year’s recipient of the Pat Behler Call-to-Conference Award. 

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Neosha Mackey reported that a review of the MLA financial position, activities, functional expenses and cash flows are in good standing. Casey-Beard-Boehmer PC stated “We are not aware of any material modifications that should be made to the accompanying financial statements in order for them to be in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.” The following financial figures were provided:

Makey also recognized MLNC for their hard work in the successful transition to a volunteer-run organization, particularly Keith Gaertner for his efforts in the past year. 

ALA Councilor’s Report
ALA Councilor Pam Klipsch reported that ALA President Molly Raphael, ALA Executive Director Keith Michael Fiels, and Office for Information Technology Policy (OITP) Director Alan Inouye, met with representatives from the Association of American Publishers. ALA goals for this meeting were to articulate some of the major issues of the library community regarding e-books and to attempt to establish an ongoing relationship with AAP to address these issues. 

The OITP E-book Task Force has put forward several working documents: E-book Lending and America's Libraries, E-book Principles for the Library Community, and Talking Points on Library Lending of E-books. Please note that these draft documents are still works in progress and will be discussed and refined by ALA's new working group on digital content and the ALA membership over the coming months. Klipsch has been invited to participate in a working group at ALA in Chicago that has begun the complex process of reviewing and updating the intellectual freedom components of ALA’s policy recommendations on the use of technology in libraries. 

In other news, ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom director Barbara Jones was in St. Louis and met in September with the Klipsch, MLA board member Candice Oliver, MLA IFC chair Lisa Pritchard, John Gillespie and Jeanne Sullivan from MOREnet, and attorney Mark Sableman of Thompson Coburn, to discuss concerns about Internet filtering in libraries and schools. This arose from the law suit recently filed by the ACLU of Eastern Missouri against the Camdenton R2 School District. It was a chance for people to become acquainted and to discuss better ways to resolve such issues.
Lastly, the ALA Washington Office is continues to advocate for support for the LSTA and SKILLS Act. Right now, both are included in the budget bills, but neither has received final approval. 

Bylaws and Handbook Committee Chair’s Report

Bylaws & Handbook Committee Chair Jane Theissen presented the proposed amendments to the Bylaws. After she has presented each proposed amendment, the chair debate was called for, but hearing none each of the thirteen amendments was approved unanimously by the general membership. Legislative Committee Chair’s Report

Legislative Committee Chair Steve Potter presented the proposed 2012 Legislative Agenda which placed heavy support on local control, especially related to censorship. Language and figures were also updated to reflect current budget cycles. Hearing no debate, the 2012 Legislative Agenda was approved unanimously by the general membership.

Chief Teller’s Report (Election Results)

Chief Teller Anna Strackeljahn reported on the results from this year’s officer elections. In total, 180 eBallots were submitted and 18 mail ballots were received. The 2012-2013 officers are:

· Carol Smith was elected 2012 President-Elect. She will serve as President-Elect in 2012, and President in 2013
· Stephanie Tolson was elected a Member-at-Large for 2012. She will serve a one-year term to support the transition to a new board makeup, per the new MLA bylaws. 

· Keri Cascio was elected a Member-at-Large (2012-2013) 

· April Roy was elected a Member-at-Large (2012-2013) 

· Brandy Sanchez was elected a Member-at-Large (2012-2013)
